Recalling that our Byzantine Church'’s Liturgicalafdegins on
September?], the last Great Feast we celebrate is fittingéy th
Dormition of the Mother of God ( Aug. 15). In ocellendar, the first
of the Twelve Great Feasts is the Nativity of theedtokos (Sept. 8).
Then, we re-live all the events she lived througe: Annunciation,
the Incarnation of Christ, the public ministry ofilgst, the Passion,
the Cross, the Tomb, the Resurrection, the Ascapaiad the
Descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. Now,Ifinas if to close
the frame, we come to the end of the Virgin’s dariife.

There is nothing in scriptures that speaks of déiber llife and death of

the Virgin Mary. The Scriptures are more concenwetl Christ and
the events of our salvation. Later tradition, hegre attempted to fill in the gaps of sacred higtor
with various stories and legends of how things miglve happened. They are not so much concerned
with the exact historical details as they are witbressing the faith of the Church — images thit he
give shape to what we believe.

Here is a bit of history of the death of the Holygih: “At the time of the death of the Holy Mothef
God, all the Apostles were carried through theaiterusalem. When they were gathered around her,
angels appeared in a vision, and the Virgin gavespigit into the hands of God. Her body was eatri

to a burial place in Gethsemane, where for thregs ttee angels continued to sing her hymns.

“After three days, Thomas arrived (he was the @pgstle not present for her death and burial) and
he wished to venerate the holy body that had btta&on of God, but her body was no longer in the
tomb.” According to legend, when Thomas arrivethattomb, instead of finding the body of Mary,
there was the sweet fragrance of flowers that daome the empty tomb.

On this Feast, we bless flowers to offer thanksFod’s gifts and to see that, in their fullnessilase

gifts offer newness of life. These blessed flowaesthen taken home, to remind us of the constant
presence of God in our lives.
