THE WORD OF GOD – Matthew 17:14-23 

 
St. Matthew’s Gospel (17:14-23) for the tenth Sunday after 

Pentecost relates the healing of an epileptic son at the request of his father.  
Jesus then responds with a call for deep-hearted faith.  Jesus has told us 
that faith the size of a mustard seed can move mountains.  The Lord’s 
words are difficult for us to understand.  Many years ago tests were done 
on various seeds, with attempts to create hybrids or to cause mutations.  
The only seed to completely resist both tests was the mustard seed.  Even 
after being subjected to days of radiation, it still produced perfect plants 
and perfect fruit.  So, to have faith as a mustard seed is to have faith that 
never doubts – faith that is pure, solid and unchangeable – faith that 
produces perfect fruit regardless of the conditions. 
 Although we have faith and trust, so much of what we hope for fails to take place.  The faith 
which Jesus calls forth is a basic trust in God.  It requires that we see the promises of God, coming 
true in God’s own good time – of which we can only experience a down-payment in our lives.  
Jesus’ curing a young boy among us reveals a God who views suffering and illness as a tragedy.  
Far from sending misery into our lives, God wants to help us cope with our problems and to 
struggle through in persistent love.  The key to such persistence is faith, however, which we 
constantly need to pray for.  This week, try thinking of several ways you could complete this open-
ended sentence . . . “If I had more faith, I could . . .”  Examine your responses and ask God to grant 
you the faith you need to accomplish one of these dreams in the near future. 
 

·  PRAYER:  Lord, give me the faith that moves mountains.  You alone know the 
difficulties, the pains, and problems that loom before me as impenetrable mountains.  
Lord, I believe.  Help my unbelief, and strengthen my faith.  Amen. 
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This Friday, August 6th, we will observe one of the great feast days of the 
Christian faith. THE FEAST OF THE HOLY TRANSFIGURATION OF OUR LORD, 
GOD, AND SAVIOR JESUS CHRIST, celebrates the divinity of Christ and the 
divinization of mankind.  We are given a glimpse into Jesus’ divine person.  
Sacred Scripture recounts for us that the Divine Master took Peter, James, and 
John to the top of Mount Tabor, which is located near Nazareth.  While 
engaged in prayer, Jesus became transfigured.  The magnificence of His divine 
personhood penetrated His human body and was seen in His human person.  
His entire countenance glowed more brightly than the sun and His garments 
became whiter than snow.  Jesus showed the three apostles the absolute 
splendor of His divinity as the eternal Son of God.  Scripture relates for us that 
this event happened one week prior to His crucifixion.  As He was being 
transfigured, the Old Testament Patriarch Moses appeared together with the 
Holy Prophet Elijah because they represented the true nation of Israel.  Moses 

was symbolic of the Old Testament Law, for this law was given by God in order to prepare the Jews 
for the arrival of the Messiah.  The Holy Prophet Elijah represented all of the Prophets, for it was 
Jesus who, as the Messiah, was the fulfillment of all the prophecies and all the preaching of these 
holy prophets.  By their presence in the Holy Transfiguration, these two Old Law representatives 
verified Jesus’ divinity.  Please join us either Thursday evening at 7:00 pm. or Friday morning at 
9:00 am, as we celebrate this feast!
