Eleventh Sunday after Pentecost 
 
 We are frequently reminded that God’s love for us 
is “unconditional, no strings attached” love.  Judging by 
today’s Gospel, however, it seems that there are some 
strings attached, at least to God’s forgiveness. 
“Unless you forgive . . .” 
 In today’s Gospel we read these words of Jesus:  
“My heavenly Father will treat you in exactly the same 
way (that is, hand you over to the torturers) unless each 
of you forgives his brother from his heart.”  (Matthew 
18:35).  That doesn’t sound very unconditional, does it?  
There are some definite strings attached. 

Reach Out 
 The love and forgiveness are unconditional, always ready and available – but we 
have to take them up and put them on.  God’s forgiveness is like a wool coat in the 
closet; it won’t keep us warm in the cold unless we put it on.  It is like a wonder-drug in 
a medicine bottle; it won’t help us get well if we refuse to swallow it.  It is like 
electricity in the wires of our homes; unless we plug in the lamp, we will remain in the 
dark.  It is like a warm, healing bath; it won’t cleanse and soothe our tired bodies unless 
we step into the water.  We have to reach out and take up what is always there waiting 
for us. 
Make the Move 
 We have all faced this at one time or another – either seeking forgiveness or being 
asked to forgive.  Which is harder: forgiving the one who offended us or asking 
forgiveness of the one we offended?   Our answer will probably depend on which role 
we are playing at the moment. 
Make the First Move 
 Are we guilty of having hurt another person, or are we carrying resentment 
because someone has hurt us?  Either way, someone has to make the first move.  
Someone has to say either, “I’m sorry, forgive me” or “It’s alright, it’s forgotten.”  For 
forgiveness and reconciliation to happen, there must be a reaching out – not once, but 
“seventy times seven.”
