Fathers of the Six Ecumenical Councils

“O holy Fathers of the Councils, you are the faitlkdeepers of the
apostles’ traditions. By proclaiming that the #apersons of the
Holy Trinity are one and consubstantial, you refiutee blasphemy
of Arius. Therefore, we beseech you to intercedeus, preserving
us from heresy and error and keeping our lives blagss in God’s
sight.” (Vespers of the Sunday of the Fathers)

In fact, we probably never think much about itlHt &et, our faith is
something precious that has been handed over dgrietum the time
of the apostles to our own time.

One of the tasks of the bishop of each dioceseiissure that
all his people are in harmony with the faith of tket of the Church.
When the bishops gather in council, then it ismaage of the various churches coming together to
witness to a common faith.

At times in the history of the Church, there haeerbserious problems — real questions of
faith. For example there have been those who alidbelieve that Jesus was Equal to Gadthey
saw Him as a good person — in fact, the persorestde God. But they did not accept that He was
the Same as Godrhey preferred to say that He was simtaGod. But this is a distortion of our
faith!

Others questioned whether or not the Holy Spiris wdersor as Jesus and tl@ther are
Persons. The Nicene Creed that we profess atapiisin and at every Divine Liturgy —is a
summary of what we believe. As we chant the Crida note of what it says — for it is truly a
Symbol of Faith!

ELIJAH THE PROPHET B 28
Elijah was a hero of faithfulness to God in Israetl a courageous Prophet. m
He was an ascetic, clad in skins and a leathey dwe#lling in mountain ’
caves, withdrawing into the wilderness to contertgéand pray in solitude.

The greatest confrontation that the Prophet Ehiath was with the Israelite
King Ahab and his evil wife, Jezebel. They worgdg idols, and were

turning the people away from serving the One amihlgiGod. Before this, [/
however, Jezebel persuaded her husband to erecipdetto the Syrian god *.n,\u £
Baal and ordered many priests to the service efftise god. ‘

Through great miracles Elijah displayed the powet authority of God: He closed up the heavens,
so that there was not any rain for three yearssanthonths, but then he brought down rain from
Heaven by his prayer. He lowered a fire from Heaaed burned the sacrifice to his God, which
the pagan priests of Baal were unable to do. Héphed flour and oil in the home of the widow

of Zerepath, and resurrected her son. He prophésiAhab that the dogs will lick up his blood

and to Jezebel that the dogs will consume her flestin of which happened.

On Mount Horeb, he spoke with God and heard theevof God in the calm of a gentle breeze.
Before his death he took Elisha and designatedasiims successor in the prophetic calling; by his
mantle he divided the waters of the Jordan Rivierally, he was taken up into the heavens in a
fiery chariot by flaming horses. Together with Meshe appeared on Mount Tabor during the
Lord’s Transfiguration. St. Elijah, Pray for us!
